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1. Basic information 

1.1. Does the Operation have data on the prevalence of HIV/AIDS in the refugee population, host and country of origin?

1.2. Are host country policies known and followed by the Operations?

1.3. Does the Operation have copies of the 1998 UNHCR Policy on HIV/AIDS, the 1996 HIV/AIDS Guidelines and the 1999 Field Manual on Reproductive Health in Refugee Situations?

2. Protection - ensures the prevention of discrimination against AIDS

2.1 Does UNHCR ensure that refugees are not discriminated against due to their HIV/AIDS status?

2.2 Does UNHCR monitor that mandatory testing of refugees is strictly opposed? 

3. Programme – ensures quality prevention and care activities are in place
· Health sector undertakes all standard prevention activities including 

· Safe blood transfusion services are in place.

· Universal precautions are practised.

· Adequate systems for distribution of condoms in place.

· STDs diagnosed and treated according to standards.

· Voluntary Counselling and Testing services functioning.

· Health education programmes routinely undertaken.

· Education and Community Service undertake informal and formal awareness/behavioural change activities with full participation of refugees.

· HIV/AIDS integrated in school curriculum.

· Non-formal education with community groups.

· Special target on working with youth/adolescents. 


· Health services provide care for opportunistic diseases based on national guidelines/protocols.

· Home-based care programmes in place.

· Counselling and support services for people with HIV/AIDS in place.

4. Co-ordination and Networking – Ensures partnership and co-operation 

· UNHCR is an active member of the UN Theme Group.

· UN Agencies are working to support HIV/AIDS activities in the operation.

· UNHCR has identified NGO partners working in HIV/AIDS.

5. Planning and reporting: Operations plan HIV/AIDS activities in COPs and report accordingly.
6. HIV/AIDS in the workplace is on the agenda of the Operations.
